2) GRADING:

70% In Class: Rehearsal Etiquette, Sight-Reading, Quizzes, etc.
30% Performances: Morning Rehearsals, Dress Rehearsal's, and Concerts

develop good work and study habits, as well as sight-reading skills.

At some point in the spring the Concert Choir will travel to a national contest. Although
attendance on this trip is not mandatory, we would love to have 100% participation.
