OVERVIEW

THIS COURSE SURVEYS SELECTIONS FROM AMERICAN LITERATURE AND RELATES THE MAJOR WORKS OF EACH PERIOD WITH THE HISTORICAL BACKGROUND FROM THAT PERIOD.  EMPHASIS IS PLACED ON THE LITERARY CONCEPTS IN EACH PERIOD.  ONE SHAKESPEAREAN PLAY WILL BE TAUGHT IN CLASS.  THIS CLASS ALSO STRESSES FORMAL AND CASUAL COMPOSITION, EXPOSITION, AND IN-CLASS WRITING RESPONSES.  THE WRITING OF A SHORT RESEARCH PAPER CONTINUES TO DEVELOP THE RESEARCH SKILLS NECESSARY FOR COLLEGE LEVEL COMPOSITION.  VOCABULARY BASED ON THE PSAT, SAT, AND ACT FORMATS IS TAUGHT.  STUDENTS ARE REQUIRED TO READ ASSIGNED NOVELS OVER THE SUMMER AND TO COMPLETE ASSIGNMENTS RELATED TO THESE WORKS.
